Notes on the Instructions to Bidders 

This Section on the Instruction to Bidders (ITB) provides the information necessary 
for bidders to prepare responsive bids, in accordance with the requirements of the 
Procuring Entity. It also provides information on bid submission, eligibility check, 
opening and evaluation of bids, post-qualification, and on the award of contract. 
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1. Scope of Bid 

The Procuring Entity, Department of Energy wishes to receive Bids for the 
Procurement of Various lOT Equipment: Laptops, Video Conferencing 
Cameras, Access Points, Outdoor Digital Video Display and Digital Image 
Enhancer (Digital Image Lighting Equipment) under the DOE ISSP, with 
identification number Purchase Request No. 20-11-121. 

2. Funding Information 

2.1. The GOP through the source of funding as indicated below in the amount 
of Php4,077,000.00. 

2.2. The source of funding is: 

a. the General Appropriations Act of 2021 

3. Bidding Requirements 

The Bidding for the Project shall be governed by all the provisions of RA No. 
9184 and its 2016 revised lRR, including its Generic Procurement Manuals and 
associated policies, rules and regulations as the primary source thereof, while 
the herein clauses shall serve as the secondary source thereof. 

Any amendments made to the IRR and other GPPB issuances shall be 
applicable only to the ongoing posting, advertisement, or lB by the BAC through 
the issuance of a supplemental or bid bulletin. 

The Bidder, by the act of submitting its Bid, shall be deemed to have verified 
and accepted the general requirements of this Project, including other factors 
that may affect the cost, duration and execution or implementation of the 
contract, project, or work and examine all instructions, forms, terms, and project 
requirements in the Bidding Documents. 

4. Corrupt, Fraudulent, Collusive, and Coercive Practices 

The Procuring Entity, as well as the Bidders and Suppliers, shall observe the 
highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of the 
contract. They or through an agent shall not engage in corrupt, fraudulent, 
collusive, coercive, and obstructive practices defined under Annex "I" of the 
2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184 or other integrity violations in competing for 
the Project. 

5. Eligible Bidders 

5.1. Only Bids of Bidders found to be legally, technically, and financially 
capable will be evaluated. 
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5.2 Foreign ownership limited to those allowed under the rules may 
participate in this Project. 

5.3. Pursuant to Section 23.4.1.3 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No.9184, the 
Bidder shall have an SLCC that is at least one (1) contract similar to the 
Project the value of which, adjusted to current prices using the PSA's 
CPI, must be at least equivalent to: 50% of ABC 

5.4. The Bidders shall comply with the eligibility criteria under Section 23.4.1 
of the 2016 IRRofRANo. 9184. 

6. Origin of Goods 

There is no restriction on the origin of goods other than those prohibited by a 
decision of the UN Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of 
the UN, subject to Domestic Preference requirements under ITB Clause 18. 

7. Subcontracts 

7.1. The Bidder may subcontract portions of the Project to the extent allowed 
by the Procuring Entity as stated herein, but in no case more than twenty 
percent (20%) of the Project. 

The Procuring Entity has prescribed that: Subcontracting is not allowed. 

8. Pre-Bid Conference 

The Procuring Entity will hold a pre-bid conference for this Project on the 
specified date and time and either at its physical address and/or through 
videoconferencing as indicated in paragraph 6 of the lB. 

9. Clarification and Amendment of Bidding Documents 

Prospective bidders may request for clarification on and/or interpretation of any 
part of the Bidding Documents. Such requests must be in writing and received 
by the Procuring Entity, either at its given address or through electronic mail 
indicated in the IB, at least ten (10) calendar days before the deadline set for 
the submission and receipt of Bids. 

10. Documents comprising the Bid: Eligibility and Technical 
Components 

10.1. The first envelope shall contain the eligibility and technical documents of 
the Bid as specified in Section VIII (Checklist of Technical and 
Financial Documents). 

10.2. The Bidder's SLCC as indicated in ITB Clause 5.3 should have been 
completed within Two (2) years prior to the deadline for the submission 
and receipt of bids.

11.2. If the Bidder claims preference as a Domestic Bidder or Domestic Entity, 
a certification issued by DTI shall be provided by the Bidder in 
accordance with Section 43.1.3 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184. 

11.3. Any bid exceeding the ABC indicated in paragraph 1 of the lB shall not 
be accepted. 

11.4. For Foreign-funded Procurement, a ceiling may be applied to bid prices 
provided the conditions are met under Section 31.2 of the 2016 revised 
IRR of RA No. 9184. 

12. Bid Prices 

12.1. Prices indicated on the Price Schedule shall be entered separately in the 
following manner: 

a. For Goods offered from within the Procuring Entity's country:

Unless otherwise stated in the BDS, the price of the Goods 
shall be quoted delivered duty paid (DDP) with the place of 
destination in the Philippines as specified in the BDS.

13. Bid and Payment Currencies

16. Deadline for Submission of Bids

17. Opening and Preliminary Examination of Bids

18.1. The Procuring Entity will grant a margin of preference for the purpose of 
comparison of Bids in accordance with Section 43.1.2 of the 2016 
revised IRR of RA No. 9184. 

19. Detailed Evaluation and Comparison of Bids 

19.1. The Procuring Entity's BAC shall immediately conduct a detailed 
evaluation of all Bids rated passed," using non-discretionary pass/fail 
criteria. The BAG shall consider the conditions in the evaluation of Bids 
under Section 32.2 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184. 

19.2. If the Project allows partial bids, bidders may submit a proposal on any 
of the lots or items, and evaluation will be undertaken on a per lot or item 
basis, as the case maybe. In this case, the Bid Security as required by 
ITB Clause 14 shall be submitted for each lot or item separately.
